
Configuring the USB-Port 
(For the Mini Curing Control System and Wireless Curing Monitor System)

2) Right click on ‘My Computer’ 

 
 
3) A small window should pop up. Scroll down to ‘Manage’. Left click on ‘Manage’ 

 



4) A new window should come up with ‘Computer Management’ at the top of the 
window. On the Left side of the window should be ‘Device Manager’. Left click on the

5) A list of items should come up to the right. Scroll down, if needed, and click on the (+) 
sign in front of Ports(COM & LPT). 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



6) There should be a port labeled: ‘ADLINK ND-6530 USB-to-Serial Bridge (COM#). 
Remember or write down the COM number listed (if there is a yellow (!) in front of the 
COM port, then the ADLINK driver needs to be re-installed using the ADLINK CD). 

 
7) Exit out of ‘Computer Management’ by left clicking on the red ‘x’ in the upper right 
corner of the window. 
 
8) Navigate to the ‘SURE CURE’ folder using Windows Explorer (if you do not know 
how to do this, see the ‘Using Windows Explorer’ document listed on the ‘Instructions’ 
page.

10) A window should come up. There should be a white text box in the middle of the 
screen. Under ‘COM:port’ in the text box, should be the COM port that the ‘Plant 
Manager is reading right now. If this is not the same number as what you wrote down 
before, then left-click on the text in the white text box so it is highlighted. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



11) Below the text box should have a scroll box that is labeled ‘COM:port’. Left click on 
the arrow and change the COM port to what the number that was listed in ‘Device 
Manager’.  

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



12) Locate the ‘Modify’ button over to the right of the window and left-click on ‘Modify’ 
to change the COM port number in the text box.  

 
 
13) Now you can left-click on save which will save the correct COM port number. 

 



 
14) Left-click on ‘OK’ or left-click on the red ‘x’ in the upper right corner of the window. 

 
 
15) The ‘Plant Manager’ should open with no problem now and there should be no COM 
port errors.
