4) Left click the mouse on the “+” in front of “Local Disk (C:)”. Again, if a “-“ is to the

5)  ‘Notice’  – this is for older software versions. For newer software versions, the 

“Products Engineering” folder (Step 6) will be under “Local Disk (C:). 
 

A list of items should be listed below “Local Disk (C:) now. Near the middle of the 
window should be a scroll bar. Click and hold the left mouse button down on the scroll 
bar and drag the scroll bar down to find “Program Files. Left click the mouse on the

6) A whole new list of items should now appear below. Click and hold the left mouse 
button down on the scroll bar and scroll down to find the “Products Engineering” 
folder.
